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The Powerful Message 
One thing the Wednesday morning Bible study group has learned is that they love The  
Message, Pr. Eugene Petersonõs paraphrase of the Bible. Pr. Peterson has a knack for finding 
lively ways to express familiar passages of scripture. John 3:16 (òFor God so loved the world 
that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have 
eternal life.ó) becomes òThis is how much God loved the world: He gave his Son, his one and 
only Son. And this is why: so that no one need be destroyed; by believing in him, anyone can 
have a whole and lasting life.ó Psalm 23:1 (òThe Lord is my shepherd, I shall not want.ó)  
becomes òGod, my shepherd! I donõt need a thing.ó No matter the text, the Wednesday  
morning group has found that The Message helps them hear Godõs word in a new way. 

Thatõs a big impact for just a new wording of the same scriptures you may be used to hearing. 
So try to imagine the impact of the message, the one the message is named for, the first time 
the world heard it. In Acts 2, Peter proclaims to the crowd at Pentecost that a new age of the 
Holy Spirit has begun, because Jesus Christ, crucified by humankind, has been raised up by God 
and freed from death. And when those hearing Peterõs words are òcut to the heart,ó Peter  
exhorts them, òôRepent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ so that 
your sins may be forgiven; and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. For the promise is for 
you, for your children, and for all who are far away, everyone whom the Lord our God calls to 
himõó (Acts 2:37ð40). With that potent, world-changing message Christõs church began its  
mission. 

The New Testament has a word for that powerful message: kerygma (òproclamationó). While 
fellowship (koinonia) and serving (diakonia) are what the church always does, the kerygmañthe 
good news of Christ crucified and risenñconstitutes the church, like bricks the Holy Spirit builds 
up with the mortar of faith. Like the English word òproclamation,ó kerygma refers to the  
message itself and to the act of proclaiming it, and both Acts and the Epistles give many  
examples of kerygma in both senses. Both in the message and its proclamation, the kerygma 
of Christ is still the means through which God calls us to faith. 

So what does kerygma mean for you? What is the core of the good news in your life, that 
promise that doesnõt change no matter what else has changed for you? How would you share 
it with someone in a sentence or two? It might sound different in your words than in Peterõs or 
Paulõs or Eugene Petersonõs, but thatõs okay. Paul reminds us to put no stock in fancy words, 
because the message of Jesus shared from person to person is powerful all by itself: 

For Christ did not send me to baptize but to proclaim the gospel, and not with 
eloquent wisdom, so that the cross of Christ might not be emptied of its power. 
For the message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but 
to us who are being saved it is the power of God. (1 Corinthians 1:17ð18)
